Principal’s Report 
• Provided an update on school population: Expecting to stay consistent for 2019-2020 school year and 

with 17 homerooms. 
• Reviewed the PCG Consultation feedback from the 2-month audit that included shadowing and 

observation, review of IEPs (sampling), and classroom visits. Maury did very well in the audit.  
• Shared updates on the quarterly meetings with the Superintendent, including how Maury is advancing 

students’ social and emotional wellbeing in addition to education. 
• New staff: Sophia Green, registrar (shared contact information through newsletter); Art and PE student 

teachers. 
• Updated on building projects.
