AROUND THE PTA

ACPS Superintendent Hutchings released his proposed FY 2021-2030 Capital Improvement Program
(CIP) Budget on November 7. The CIP funds all capital improvements, modernization projects, and
textbooks. This is separate from the Operating Budget, which funds the annual operating costs for the
school division, and includes things like staff salaries, healthcare costs, benefits, and school and
department operating costs. The CIP will go through several add/delete sessions in the coming weeks
and then be adopted during the regularly scheduled School Board meeting on Thursday, December 19.
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Prior to that, a Public Hearing on the CIP Budget will be held on Monday, November 25 at 7pm in the
School Board Meeting Room at 1340 Braddock Place. If you’d like to sign up to speak at that hearing, you
may do so here.If you'd like to submit written comments on the budget, you may do so here.
