Principal Report — Suzanne Hess

e She welcomed Nurse Harper, Reading Specialist Ms. Calhoun, and Assistant Principal Ms. Carrico who will speak
later.

e Grades 3-5 will continue Words Their Way focusing on phonics, vocabulary, and spelling

e Ms. Calhoun explained that K-5 will use the Continuing Math Workshop Model to investigate math concepts.

e Ms. Carrico spoke in detail on MAP testing. The tests questions adapt to the student. The test for reading and math
is given to grades 2-5.

e Nurse Harper spoke on COVID protocols. She spoke in depth about the daily screener, masks, hydration, what to do
if child feels unwell and the testing protocols.
